
GAME SETUP

All players will bat and score each
inning. Coaches will rotate the
batting order.
Batters will have up to six
attempts to hit the ball off of the
tee. There are no “Strikes” or
“Balls”.
Balls must be hit outside the “dead
zone”.
Players cannot throw the bat. If a
bat is thrown, the player will
receive a “warning.” On the second
offense, they will forfeit their time
at-bat.
Players move one base if the ball is
hit to the infield and two bases if
the ball is hit into the outfield. 
If a player is thrown out en route
to a base, they will remain on
base. 
No stealing or lead offs. Base
runners must remain in contact
with their base until the ball is hit
off of the tee.

Bases are 35 feet apart.
There is a 4 foot dead zone.
All players play defense every inning,
regardless of player count.
Positions on the field are not regulated.
Defensive players may not block the
running path of a base-runner.
Players must be rotated between the
infield and the outfield each inning.
There is not a catcher.

Batting team: one coach at the tee
helping the players hit and one coach
standing by 1st or 3rd base directing
players to the next base. 
Defensive Team: coaches may only be
in the outfield and cannot interfere
with the play of the ball.

Official scores and rankings are not kept.
Games have a 60 minute time limit.
Game cancellations will be communicated as decided.
Makeup games will be scheduled based on availability.
